RULES AND REGULATIONS

1. Always use the gated main entrance. (Pool closes promptly at 7:00pm)
2. Members and their guests must check in at the welcome desk. Guests

must be accompanied by a member at all times.
3. Food and beverages must be purchased from the club. Food can not be

consumed on the edge of pool.
4. Beverages may be consumed in pool seating areas or on the bench in

the pool.
5. No glass containers; all beverages must be in plastic containers.
6. Children under the age of 11 must be supervised by a parent or

responsible person age 14 or older.
7. Flotation devices are prohibited unless there is a special event or by

permission from the aquatics director and staff.
8. Members and guests must wear cover-ups when outside the pool area.
9. Profanity, improper behavior, and intoxication will not be tolerated.

10. Please dispose of all trash in the containers provided.
11. Running, horseplay, dunking, pushing, and sitting on others’ shoulders

are strictly prohibited.
12. Diving is prohibited.
13. No one may use the pool during off-hours unless the club manager has

granted permission.
14. The State Board of Health recommends that all swimmers shower

before using the pool.
15. In the event of fecal contamination, lifeguards will instruct all swimmers

to exit the pool. (pool will be closed for a minimum of 6 hours)
16. Obey lifeguards and refrain from conversing with them while they are

on duty.
